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ACRES (Animal Concerns Research and
Education Society) is a registered
charity (UEN T01SS0121K) founded in
2001 by Louis Ng, Former Member of
Parliament. As an Institution of Public
Character (IPC000559), we work to
protect animals through education,
advocacy, and rescue efforts. 

From campaigning against wildlife
captivity and illegal trade to shaping
national policies and public mindsets,
ACRES has played a key role in creating
a more compassionate Singapore. In
2004, we completed our first wildlife
repatriation with Blue the vervet
monkey, his story inspired the launch of
Singapore’s first dedicated wildlife
rescue centre.

As ACRES does not receive government support and relies entirely on public donations,
every contribution truly makes a meaningful difference. By supporting ACRES, especially
through our gala, you’re helping to build a future where animals are respected, protected,
and free. Every gift brings us one step closer to that shared vision.

Opened in 2009 and funded entirely by
public donations, the ACRES Wildlife
Rescue Centre provides care,
rehabilitation, and shelter for animals
rescued from the illegal pet trade and
injured native wildlife. Despite early
challenges, the centre now houses over
125 animals, each a reminder of the
urgent need for wildlife protection.

To date, we’ve repatriated 68 animals to
their natural homes. With newly
approved plans for expansion, we’re
ready to scale up our rescue and
rehabilitation work, offering even more
animals a second chance at life.

THE HISTORY OF ACRES
ACRES, or the Animal Concerns Research and
Education Society, was founded by Louis Ng, former  
Member of the Singapore Parliament. 

Established as a local charity in 2001, ACRES is
recognised as an Institution of Public Character (IPC)
which grants donors 250% tax deduction. ACRES
does not receive government funding.

Our journey began with campaigns to raise awareness
about wildlife in captivity and to end the illegal wildlife
trade in Singapore. Over time, we have led initiatives
that influenced policy changes and reshaped societal
attitudes. 

ACRES has made significant strides in creating a
more compassionate Singapore, positively impacting
both animals and the community, through the food we
eat, the products we buy, and how we treat animals.

In 2004, ACRES completed its first repatriation with Blue
the vervet monkey, featured in our logo. Rescued from
the illegal pet trade in Singapore, Blue was returned to
Africa. His journey inspired the creation of Singapore's
first wildlife rescue centre, serving as a halfway house
for animals rescued from the illegal pet trade.
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Current sanctuary readapted to house tortoises and semi-aquatic turtles.

THE ACRES WILDLIFE
RESCUE CENTRE
On 13 August 2009, we opened Singapore’s first
dedicated facility for rescuing and rehabilitating
animals from the illegal pet trade and injured
native wildlife. Funded entirely by public donations,
this milestone marked our commitment to animal
protection.

However, our facility’s story began with challenges.
Initially, we were allocated two hectares of land for
the centre, but only a quarter of it was usable. Just
as construction neared completion, brackish water
began seeping from the ground. Investigations
revealed that 1.5 hectares had been contaminated,
rendering it unusable. With our vision for a larger
sanctuary no longer possible, we adapted the
remaining space to house our office, education
centre, animal quarantine area, volunteer lounge,
and staff quarters.

Today, the ACRES Wildlife Rescue Centre is home
to 125 animals, including native and non-native
species. Among them are tortoises, snakes, green
iguanas, geckos, a savannah monitor, and even a
stowaway bonnet macaque—each with a story that
highlights the urgent need for wildlife protection.

IN SINGAPORE
Through our rescue, rehabilitation, release, and
repatriation efforts, we have directly improved the
lives of countless animals. To date, 68 wild animals
have been repatriated, including three species of
monkeys, two leopard cats, semi-aquatic turtles, and
tortoises.

Now, 16 years later, we have finally received
approval for expansion, bringing us closer to realising
our original vision. This will mean more rescues,
enhanced rehabilitation, and increased opportunities
for native wildlife to safely return to the wild.
